RESILIENCE - Stress Management. This will be an important strategy moving
through Seussical Jr week and into week 7 of Term. Many students
may be starting to feel stressed and tired as it is the middle of Term

Students are learning that stress is what a person feels when they are
uncomfortable or worried about something. It is most often felt when
people have too much to do or when something is scary, hard or new. There can be negative and
positive impacts of stress and the way in which we deal with stress is important. Students are learning
about ways in which stress can be managed through activities which relax or shift their focus from the
stressful or worrying situation. In some year levels positive coping profiles or strategies, such as
physical activity, craft, drawing, playing games etc. have been discussed as ways to manage stress.
Some year levels will also be experiencing and focusing on meditation and calming music as a way to
relax and manage stress.

Managing stress at home and at school is very important for children to be successful learners and to
be resilient throughout life. We encourage you to discuss this further with your children and help them
to establish their own strategies to manage their stress throughout life.
